The dress code is in effect for the entire school day, except when students are in WAM or other 
activities that require special dress.  The dress code applies to field trips, site visits, academic 
internships, and other school related activities, unless the supervising adult informs students 
otherwise. 

 

CCSC Dress Code 

TOPS 
 

• Solid color red, black, or white collared, polo-style shirts, short or long-
sleeved  

• Solid color red, black, or white collared, oxford-style (button up) shirts, 
short or long-sleeved 

• No logos (not even the little alligator or Polo guy) 
• All shirts must be neat, clean, and without holes 
• Sweaters or sweatshirts must have the CCSC logo on them (available for 

purchase Fall of 2006) 
• Students may not wear long sleeve shirts underneath short sleeved shirts 
• Shirts must be tucked in at all times 

BOTTOMS 
 

 
• Pants, skirts, shorts, and skorts must be khaki or black  
• Pants must be loose-fitting, but not baggy 
• Pants must be clean, neat, and have no writing or holes 
• Pants and shorts must have belt loops 
• Black or brown belts are required 
• Skirts, shorts, and skorts must be within 1” of the bend of the knee 
• Pants and shorts must be worn around the waistline at all times 
 
Styles Not Allowed 
 
• Denim of any kind • Baggy pants 
• Tight pants • Cargo pants 
• Velour or velvety-material • Athletic or sweat pants 
• Parachute pants • Stretch pants  

SHOES 

 
• Dress shoes, loafers, or lace-up style sneakers 
• Heels must be 2” or less (no stilettos) 
• Flip flops are not allowed
