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Planning to Draw your Name in Perspective

Starting in class tomorrow, you will be drawing your name in perspective.

1) Decide how big you want your letfters to be. If you have a shorter name, you will probably want
larger letters to fill up your paper. Choose a length, height, and width. Draw the first letter of your
name below using these measurements. Note that your name must include at least 4 letters. If your
name is only 3 letters long, you can include your last initial. If your name is more than 6 letters long,
you may shorten it.

2) Write your name in block letters below as a practice (keep it small). This means you should only use
straight lines in making your letters — no curves!
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3) Decide where you want to put your horizon line and vanishing point. The vanishing point cannot be
at the exact center of the paper - it must be higher or lower, or to the left orright. If the rectangle
below were your piece of paper, draw where the horizon line and vanishing point would be:
